A. This section is about Noah (9a)

B. Noah described: He is a righteous and blameless man, who walked with
God (9b)

C. Noah was the father of Shem, Ham and Japheth (10)

. NOAH WALKED GOD BY FAITH: Noah’s faith is manifest by his enduring,
unwavering obedience to God’s Word in the midst of an ungodly world (11-
22, Heb. 11:7)

A. The state of man in Noah'’s time: Completely corrupted by sin (11-12)

B. Based on His declaration of complete judgment coming, God commands
Noah to make an ark for himself (13-16)

C. God tells Noah He will destroy all flesh with a flood, but will preserve him,
his family and two of every kind (17-21)

D. In response to God’s commands, Noah obeyed by faith (22, Heb.11:7)
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
